No other jars will be 
accepted. No quarts will be accepted. 

2. Canned products should be well packed for good utilization of space, yet allowing space for 

sufficient liquid for proper heat penetration. No food coloring and no pretty pack. 
3. Only sealed jars of jams, jellies and preserves will be accepted (no jelly glasses or paraffin). 
4. Judges reserve the right to open jars in case of doubt. 

5. Products exhibited must be entered in name of person canning them. 
6. PLEASE NOTE: Special entry tags will be provided by the fair and should be used. These may be 

picked up before the fair from the County Extension Office. 

7. All jars must be washed clean on the outside. 
8. Each jar should be sealed with 2 piece vacuum caps.
